Dear Gateway Families, 

 

One of the òcatch phrasesó we use frequently at Gateway is promoting a spirit of continuous improvement.  Much 
like other uses of òspiritó (Spirit of õ76, Spirit of St. Louis, etc.), our goal is to create a description of a transcen-
dent attitude.  We want this attitude to permeate through every aspect of our school ð thatõs why we use it in 
places ranging from student recognition ceremonies to staff meetings.  To us, fostering a spirit of continuous im-
provement means celebrating our strengths and replicating experiences that result in student learning.   But it also 
means paying close attention to òlands of opportunityó for improvement. 

 

Last fall, many parents attending conferences completed the Educational Effectiveness Survey (EES) designed 
by the Center for Educational Effectiveness out of Redmond, WA. All of our students and each of our staff 
members also completed the survey.  Our staff recently engaged in a two-day conversation looking at this data 
from multiple stakeholder perspectives.  We analyzed strengths, challenges, and òlands of opportunityó for us 
to improve on the services we provide our Gateway community.  We also produced a follow-up survey for our 
students to delve deeper into much of their feedback.  As a team of educators, we want to check our assump-
tions, ask more questions, and ultimately arrive at action steps to make sure we respond to our stakeholders in 
meaningful ways ð all in the spirit of continuous improvement. 

 

Our next PTSA meeting will be held at its regular start time (6:30 PM) on March 18 in the library.  At 7:00 PM, 
I will be leading a 30-minute interactive discussion on the perceptual data yielded from the student and parent 
surveys.  All Gateway parents and guardians are invited and encouraged to attend. 

 

Our parent partnerships are highly valued.  Thank you for your ongoing support and contributions in making 
Gateway a great place to grow as learners.

The first day of practice is Monday, April 12th right after our 
spring break. Track is a big program here at Gateway and our students enjoy this outdoor sport. 
 

Model a good exercise program for your child. If they see you getting out and exercising they will see this as the 
norm and get to enjoy it along with you.

March 15:  Jackson High School is leading a 1st period assembly for 8th graders at Gateway about extracurricular activities, 
clubs and sports at JHS.

You and your 8th grader will have a 30-minute appointment to dis-
cuss 9th grade schedule choices with a Jackson and Gateway staff member (15 minutes) as well as submit 9th grade course se-
lections by computer (15 minutes).  You will be notified by mail of your appointment time about two weeks before April 1.  
Parents please save April 1 on your calendar and try to keep your day flexible so you may attend the scheduled regis-
tration appointment with your student. 

Thank you for your support.  Your involvement is key to a smooth transition from middle school to high school for your 8th 
grade student. 

New Freshman AP Offering at Jackson High School 

We are continuing to expand AP programs at Jackson High School and next school year we will be adding a 

new AP option. Beginning with the 2010-2011 school year, we will offer AP Art History to 9th grade students.  AP Art History  
 
is a course that has been available for the last several years, but we have not had enough student requests to offer the course. By  
 
offering AP Art History to freshmen as an alternative to Intro to Art, we are hoping the course will get the enrollment we need  
 
to run it. We believe we can provide a rigorous and challenging course, yet make it viable for freshmen. This course would serve  
 
as a prerequisite for any course requiring Intro to Art, would give a taste of the workload for future AP courses, and would al 
 
low accelerated students to take AP courses all four years of high school. 

The College Board describes the course as follows: 

INTRODUCTION:  

The AP Art History course should engage students at the same level as an introductory college art history survey. 

Such a course involves critical thinking and should develop an understanding and knowledge of diverse 

historical and cultural contexts of architecture, sculpture, painting, and other media. It also provides an opportunity 

for schools to strengthen an area neglected in most curricula. In the course, students examine and 

critically analyze major forms of artistic expression from the past and the present from a variety of cultures. 

While visual analysis is a fundamental tool of the art historian, art history emphasizes understanding how and 

why works of art function in context, considering such issues as patronage, gender, and the functions and 

effects of works of art. Many colleges and universities offer advanced placement and/or credit to students 

who have performed successfully on the AP Art History Exam. 
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New Freshman AP Offering (continued)  

THE COURSE: 

Student Preparation: While the course does not assume prior training or seek primarily to identify students 

who will major in art history in college, it does require a high degree of commitment to academic work and to 

the purposes of a program designed to meet college standards. Students who have done well in other 

courses in the humanities, such as history and literature, or in any of the studio arts are especially encouraged 

to enroll. It is hoped that the experiences of students in the practice of art and in other humanities 

courses will prove useful in enriching the context of the art history course.

We are excited to be able to offer this new course to incoming freshmen who received a B-average or greater in 

their block class. Unfortunately, we can only offer one section of the class next year as it is a trial class. As 

such, if we have more requests than spaces we will have to use a lottery system to determine who is placed 

in the class.

When will school start in September 2010?  

Traditionally, school starts for all schools in this district on the Wednesday following Labor Day. If that holds true for the 
2010-11 school year, the date would be Sept. 8, 2010. 

However, the calendar for school year 2010-11 has not yet been established because the school year calendar is an 
item included in the negotiated contract with the teachers' association. The current negotiated contract ends in the sum-
mer 2010; negotiations for the next contract, including the calendar, begin in the spring and could continue into this sum-
mer.  

Once a contract is agreed upon, the district will notify parents and staff in every way possible - through Connect-ED 
phone calls, the district Web site, e-mail and media.  

Parents and staff might find it helpful to sign up for the district's InTouch e-mail notification system, which enables you to 
subscribe to a variety of notices. The InTouch system will be one of the ways to learn about the school year calendar.
